There were no declarations of interest for this meeting.

MINUTES of the last meeting held on 25th March, as already circulated, were signed as a correct record.

MATTERS ARISING

1. Parish Plan  -  Nothing further to report.  No date had yet been set for the next meeting of the Steering Committee.   It was hoped Simon Thompson and Roz Cartwright would attend the Public Meeting on 20th May.

2. Electoral Review  -  Nothing further to report.

3. War Memorial  -  Chairman confirmed he had received a message from Jamie McCarthy of St. Blaise who said company craftsmen were available the following week to work on our memorial if this could be approved by Council.  The Chairman asked him to contact us again with a price to see if the cost was affordable or whether the Council could claim off insurance.

4. Fingerpost  -  Chairman confirmed he had contacted Richard Bastow and Jon Munslow  who confirmed this was put up on 14th April.  Awaiting finial. 

5. Electricity Board  -  Nothing further to report.

6. Planning Training  -  No response yet from Mike Grime.

7. Churchyard Maintenance  -  Chairman noted that trees that were overhanging the path had been cut back.

8. Risk Assessment  -  This would be undertaken shortly.

9. Binnegar Hall  -  A reply had been received to Clerk’s letter with regard to Condition or Legal Agreement regarding any future change of use.  PDC response was that the Condition imposed would ensure Binnegar Hall remained a residential institution over the longer term.

10. Holmebridge Crossing  -  No reply received to our letter of 30th March to Janet Anderson.  Chairman stated that he had recently spoken to the Railway Inspector, David Rowland at the East Stoke crossing who said the rubber surfaces were replacing the concrete ones where these were worn out.  Mr Rowland said that the rubber surfaces could be slippery when wet and thought that they were not necessarily quieter than the concrete ones if cars crossed at speed. He suggested we raise the matter with Network Rail again.

11. Development at Worgret  -  Letter received from Arne Parish Council re presentation by Ashvilla, developers of this site, at Stoborough Village Hall on 22nd April.

12. Newsletter  -  All now delivered.  Comment from resident at Middlefield about disappearance of notice board and the fact that there were no contact numbers for the Parish Council on the newsletter.  It was suggested that in future newsletters the telephone number of the Clerk be put on the bottom of the letter.

13. MOD Fence at Holme Lane  -  Chairman confirmed he had spoken to the Lulworth Range Officer who advised the fence was partly to provide security for parked Army vehicles when soldiers were using the adjacent bivouac area as well as to prevent fly tipping and other unauthorised use.  As the fence was approximately 8ft. high, the Vice Chairman thought that there should have been a planning application.  The Clerk was asked to write to PDC saying the Council had received some complaints and although we understand the reasons for this fence, could they confirm that this did not need a planning application.

PLANNING APPLICATIONS (Delegated)

(a) 6/2004/228 – R. Watton, Long Coppice

Extension – Rooms in Roof Area – Replace Garage and Stables with new access to Dwelling.

The Parish Council had no objections but has concern that the new entrance on to Bindon Lane should only commence once alteration to the building have been largely completed.

Clerk to advise Case Officer, Gareth Kitching.

(b) 6/2004/209 – Mr and Mrs P. Edney, Stokeford Lodge. – Erect rear porch.

The Parish Council has no objections.  Clerk to contact PDC.

BUSINESS OF MEETING

1. District and County Councillors Reports  -  No reports for this meeting.

2. UKAEA – Letter received re Liaison Meeting on 11th May.  Chairman to complete form and attend.

3. Letter from Rachael Palmer of Wool Parish Council re recent felling of trees with TPO’s.  Chairman asked the Clerk to write a letter stating that we share her concern and although some trees had been felled recently within the parish there are no trees within our Parish with TPO’s.  It was also suggested she be asked if she would like to be our Tree Warden.

4. Registered letter received from BT re proposed removal of Phone Box at East Stoke Church.  Consultation period ends on 25th May.  Tib Axon commented that this was now the only phone between Wool and Wareham.  Chairman confirmed this would be addressed under the Parish Plan and asked the Clerk to write a letter back advising of this and objecting to any removal until such time as we complete our Parish Plan.

Adrian Cullinane left the meeting at 8.20 p.m.

5. Allianz Cornhill  -  The Clerk advised the renewal document had been received totalling      £612.58 due for payment 1st June for year 2204/2005.  After discussion the Chairman asked the Clerk to contact DAPTC to obtain the address of Zurich Insurance for a second quote.  This would be on the same basis at Allianz Cornhill.  Chairman suggested Simon Cross locate surveyor to undertake a survey of the Village Hall.  There was money available under the Parish Plan to pay for this service.

6. Notice Board for Middlefield  -  Simon Cross kindly offered to provide posts and Chairman to purchase some wood to make the noticeboard.
