1.   Public Participation Time
      No comments were made
2.   Apologies
Apologies were received and approved for County Cllr Wharf, District Cllr Miller and Revd Langford. 
3.   Granting of Dispensation
      No applications for a dispensation had been made. 
4.   Declarations of Interest
      None.
5.   Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Thursday 2nd November 2017
It was resolved that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on the 2nd November 2017 were approved as a true account. The minutes were then duly signed. 
6.   Matters arising from the minutes
a)	Cllr Wiltshire discussed replying to Dawn Atkins, the Community Highways Team Leader to give her more details on some of the issues that were raised during the highways tour that took place in July.
b)	Cllr Quinn suggested the Clerk should contact the Dorset History Centre to find out the time period for keeping the minutes within the Parish and when they should be archived at the History Centre.
   7. Parish Councillor Vacancy
       Mr David Purshouse has expressed interest in the Parish Councillor Vacancy. It was
agreed that he should be formally co-opted onto the Parish Council and the formal arrangements will be carried out at the next meeting. Cllr Brooks will then stand down as Parish Councillor. 
      Action: The Clerk will forward the forms onto Mr Purshouse.
8.   Planning Applications or Planning Information received
a) 6/2017/0628 - Friendship Cottage, Highwood. Demolition of garage and construction of two storey replacement garage.
No comments or objections.
b) 6/2017/0629 - Grapevine Cottage, Binnegar. Variation of condition 2 of planning permission 6/2008/0284 (Repair, alter and extend existing outbuilding) to allow bed and breakfast use.
No comments or objections.
c) 6/2017/0634 - Mill Paddock (Access to Manor Farm), Church Lane. Replacement of temporary toilet block with permanent toilet block, including ambulant disabled facilities.
No comments or objections.
d) 6/2017/0687 - Binnegar Quarry South, Puddletown Road. Variation of conditions 4 - Development in Accordance with Approved Plans; 40 - Restoration of B1 in Accordance with Approved Plans & 41 - Full Restoration detail of planning application number 6/2017/0256 to allow an increase in restoration contours in Area B1 in order to accommodate silt arising from the processing of the B2 mineral reserve.
The planning application was discussed at the Liaison Group meeting, which Cllr Quinn and Cllr Brooks attended. The order has now altered and B2 will now go back in B1. Cllr Quinn recommended that the levels should be restored to the original contours. This could be achieved by using inert waste which is produced locally by the businesses along the Puddletown Rd. Therefore, the Parish Council will submit comments advising that a condition should be made to infill the land with waste created from nearby businesses.
e) 6/2017/0685 - Binnegar Quarry South, Puddletown Road. Relocation of quarry processing plant to Area B2 to include wash plant, dry screen, silt management lagoon, weigh bridge, office, wheel wash, car parking & associated development.
There are concerns by a few residents. The current waste plant is  located to the north, however, there is a condition that requires it to be removed by May 2018 and to install a wash plant to the South. An idea was to relocate the old one, but this was deemed not possible so there will be a brand new one
There were no comments or objections.
f) 6/2017/0676 - Inglewood Farm, Bindon Lane. Existing use of bungalow to curtilage of property for a period in excess of 10 years - certificate of lawfulness existing.
This is not classified as a planning application and is for information purposes only.
g) 6/2017/0675 - Longthorns Farm, Tout Hill. Part two storey, part single storey side/rear extension.
This application has not been validated yet and will be discussed next month. The number for this application is 0657.
9.   Update on Previous Planning Applications or Planning Information  
      Received
a) Bournemouth, Dorset and Poole Pre-Submission Draft Mineral Sites Plan & Draft Waste Plan. Including plans for the Great Plantation (Hethfelton Woods) and the Puddletown Rd Area Policy. Comments need to be submitted by 18th January 2018.
i) Cllr Wiltshire is under the impression that the consultation will continue until the 31st January 2018. The plan, which was issued on the 1st December has been significantly modified with regards to the Great Plantation but it is still a large area. The documents do not appear to answer many questions like providing mitigation, the impact to the biodiversity and ancient sites. It was felt that there is little time to consult Historic England and Natural England due to the consultation running over the Christmas holidays. Members of the Parish Council confirmed that they are happy for Cllr Wiltshire to formulate a response to the consultation and to contact the outside bodies. It was confirmed that this plan is a proposal and not a planning application therefore at this stage it will not go to the Planning Inspectorate. If and when it becomes a planning application the environment factors will then be analysed and discussed in greater detail. The Green Area on the plan is the mitigation area, but no additional information is included. Cllr Child stated that he thinks the public access is not a strong enough issue.
Action: Cllr Wiltshire to contact Historic England and Natural England.
ii) The posters with details of the new plan were displayed on Monday, however they are not in a prominent position as it is pinned to a leaning post and is too low down for people to read at ease. It was suggested that they should utilise the Forestry Commission noticeboard.
Action: The Clerk will email Trevor Bradley to display the poster in a more noticeable place.
iii) It was questioned as to whether County Cllr Wharf has been briefed and it was confirmed that he hasn’t. The comments to the consultation will be submitted after January’s meeting when more information has been gathered.
iv) Cllr Quinn has looked at the Puddletown Road Area Policy and it appears to extend to the A352. The area is the limit for exploration to the quarry, but it does not mean the whole area will be excavated. 
b) Mobile home - Rushton Lane. After serving the enforcement notice on the property, the mobile home has now been removed. Noted.
10.   Reports from County and District Councillors
Cllr Brooks gave an update as County Cllr Wharf was not present. 
a)         i)	There was a statement from the Rt Hon Sajid Javid in support of 
plans to create two local unitaries. The three District Councils who voted against have joined the committees, but they have reiterated that they are not implementation committees. 
ii)	Children’s Services are currently conducting a survey on how they can better support families with children aged 0-5. They have asked parents and other interested parties to partake in the survey, which can be found on Dorsetforyou.
iii)	People can individually respond to the Pre-Submission Draft Mineral Sites Plan & Draft Waste Plan.
v) Following the recent CCG Public Consultations it has been requested that it is referred back to the Secretary of State due to the amount of objections regarding the decrease in services in Poole.
b) District 
i) The Local Government Review is currently being discussed within  PDC and a vote will be conducted on the 12th December.
ii)	The Local Plan is still under review and a consultation will take place at the end of January.  All households will receive a survey and it will have its own identification number. A random sampling telephone survey will also be conducted. A Housing Forum is now taking place and it was observed that there was no representation from East Stoke. It is being discussed, how to make truly affordable housing when the average salary is £23K.
iii)	A report from the Enforcement Development Panel has made it easier for Board Members to refer planning applications to the planning board.
iv)	A notice has been served on the Woodland Site to remove the caravan and to restore a building to the original planning application by the 24th November. An officer visited the site on the 7th December and an update will be obtained shortly. It is believed that there are now additional caravans on site.
v) There has been lots of activity at “Thattherewood” and it appears that there is now a bungalow on site. The Officer will be investigating.
vi) A group of travellers has been spotted around the area and also poachers have been seen near Highwood and Binnegar.

11.   Police issues to report or update on issues reported.
        There have been lots of notifications on Dorset Alert of suspicious vehicles.
12.   Maintenance of Churchyards
a)	Cllr Brooks received a message from a gentleman who deals with grave restorations and she has asked him to contact the Clerk in reference to the Fyler grave. Gordon from the Tower has glued the pieces together and has suggested that it should be mortared in. It will have to be on a slight incline and the crack needs to be sealed. The Clerk will obtain quotes including from Brian Rigler. 
b)	Cllr Quinn confirmed that Gordon has planted the bushes and they are largely by the garden path. Cllr Cady raised concerns that they are too close to the wall and it may end up damaging it.
c)	The Parochial Church Council will arrange to contact the Land Registry to register their ownership of the land and War Memorial.
d)	It was noted that the cherry trees have died and will need to be removed.
13.  Village Hall and Parish Land Update.
a)			The issue with the Parish Land is still ongoing.
b)		The post rails still need fixing and Cllr Cady said that Mr Haskell will repair it.
c)	Mrs Marriott-Cross is now the Chair of the Parish Hall Committee and pursuing alternative sites is still ongoing. Mr Whitmarsh has offered a piece of his land which already has a concrete slab on it and due to it being located in the flood risk area it cannot be used for housing. However, neighbours have objected to this as it may cause additional traffic along Church Lane.
d)	Mr and Mrs Salmon might be interested in doing a land swap with the far end bit of their land. They will look into it further once the pub is up and running. It was also questioned if Mr Bennett could do a land swap.
14. Broadband for East and West Holme
An email has been circulated suggesting a reduction in costs if the community themselves dig the trenches, unfortunately even with this saving it will still be £42K. Mr Goldsack will donate £5K to the project. Cllr Evans said it is still a lot of money for the householders to contribute seeing as everyone else obtains this service for free. Cllr Brooks asked if they can bid for a grant from the Community Chest and Cllr Cady confirmed that they could, but the Chest only award a small amount of money as each year only £5K is received. 
15. Hawkins Trust Deliveries
The presents can be picked up from 4pm on Friday 22nd December and will be distributed by the Councillors over the course of that weekend.
16. Highways Issues
	a)	Update on issues reported
i)	The manhole cover on the A352 has now been fixed. 
ii)	Cllr Wiltshire explained that a reply has been received regarding the issues highlighted during the Highways Tour back in July. Most of the items have been completed but one of the outstanding issues is the bridges have not been fixed as they have classified this as not a safety issue. Dawn Atkins was unsure of a few of the issues, including the Manor Lane junction and whether they are still investigating the possibility of a skid resistant velocity pad. It was suggested that in the response, Ms Atkins could speak to Phil Goodland to obtain more information. The vegetation is still very overgrown at the Manor Lane junction and it was requested that the Clerk should write again to Mr Cameron.
b) Potential new footpath
Cllr Quinn has obtained maps of the area and has taken photographs, but is still obtaining the other information.
c) Other Issues
There have been no updates on the footpath to Monkey World.
17. Consultations for consideration or New Items for Discussion/Consideration
a) Volunteers of the Year ceremony, 12 April 2018 - request for nominations to be received by Friday 26th January.
It was proposed by Cllr Brooks and seconded by Cllr Cady that Maureen Quinn should be nominated. 
b) Camp Bestival & Bestival - Licence Minor Variation. The proposed dates are:  Camp Bestival, 26 – 29 July 2018 and Bestival, 02 – 05 August 2018.
There will be a hearing in the New Year. Cllr Cady said that Purbeck is already very busy in the summer and at times has already reached its capacity without this festival taken place. Camp Bestival is a family festival and it attracts people to other tourist attractions and many stay on off-site accommodation whereby Bestival is more adult oriented with strict re-entry restrictions that discourages festivalgoers to use other accommodation and to do off site activities.
