The meeting was scheduled for 7pm, however the zoom details showed 7:30pm. There was a delay in people arriving to the meeting, arising in an alteration to the agenda order.
12.	Remembrance Sunday
        Cllr Quinn has sent the management plan of the event to a representative from the West Purbeck Benefice and the Royal British Legion. The risk assessment includes social distancing and the requirement to wear face masks except for those speaking as part of the service. Traffic cones will be placed to screen off Church Lane and the southern side of the A352. Councillors will arrive at 11:45 to set up the filming and the service will commence at 12pm. It was agreed that Cllr Wiltshire would lay a wreath on behalf of the Parish Council. It was noted that legally members of the public can attend, however it is too late to alter the arrangements. The Parish Council will instead encourage people to watch via zoom.
       Action: The Clerk to publicise the filming of the service via email, Facebook and the noticeboards. Cllr Quinn will advertise it on Nextdoor.
  8.  Update on Previous Applications or planning information 
a)	Decision Notice - 6/2017/0685 Binnegar Quarry. Relocation of quarry processing plant to Area B2 to include wash plant, dry screen, silt management lagoon, weigh bridge, office, wheel wash, car parking and associated development. Decision Granted. Noted
  b)	Decision Notice - 6/2017/0687 Binnegar Quarry. Variation of conditions 4 - Development in Accordance with Approved Plans; 40 - Restoration of B1 in Accordance with Approved Plans and 41 - Full Restoration Detail of planning application number 6/2017/0256 to allow an increase in restoration contours in Area B1 in order to accommodate silt arising from the processing of the B2 mineral reserve. Decision Granted. Noted.
10.  Any Police issues to report or update on issues reported
a) A deer was injured on 29th October on the A352. A resident who is a 	licenced deer stalker had offered to put it down but the police declined.  The 	police instead brought in their own Armed Response team, however they 	weren’t able to deal with it. An RSPCA van was spotted, but there is 	uncertainty as to whether they despatched it or if it ran away. It was agreed 	that this should be discussed at the next Binnegar Liaison meeting. 
Action: The Clerk to contact the Police to ask if they have a set protocol for dealing with injured deer. 
b) There has not been an update on the deer signage along the Puddletown Rd. The Highway Officer has said that they would require collision data as evidence to show that there is a requirement.
11. Old St Mary’s Church 
    This is currently ongoing. Cllr Quinn has a management plan from 2008 which can be
    used. The last action that took place was by Natural England two years ago.
7.   Planning Applications or Planning Information received
6/2020/0410 Peacehaven, Church Lane, BH20 6AW. Lawful Development         Certificate (proposed) to erect outbuilding and swimming pool incidental enjoyment to the dwelling. Noted.
1. Public Participation 
a)        The Flood Wardens explained that a couple of years ago the Environment Agency was looking at a plan to do some work on the land they own by the river, off Church Lane. Their objective is to improve the quality of the site to SSSI wetland notification standard.  The intention is to use the land already within their ownership, develop the existing features, restore relic features, provide new features as required, and confine any additional wetting within boundaries of the existing site. The landowner, who owns the land downstream of the Environment Agency land, has been made aware that they will be submitting plans around these proposals in the near future.
The Flood Wardens thought that the Parish Council should be made aware that these plans are about to be submitted in view of the fact that any possible retention of water or restriction to the river flow in that area may have a knock effect to the water levels in the area upstream of any work the EA may propose.  The neighbouring landowner is also very concerned at the effect any work may have on her land which she has improved to a high conservation standard.
b)        i)	A resident enjoyed reading the e-newsletter and found it very good. The majority of the residents received it via email, however to increase the distribution more resident’s email addresses are required. They used to be all hand delivered, but since Covid this has ceased and only people without email and Hawkins Trust recipients now receive a paper copy. This has also reduced printing costs. Urgent updates are posted on the village Facebook page, but it was requested that a round robin email is also sent to people who do not use social media.
           ii)             He raised concerns about the state of Church Lane to the north of the railway crossing. It has been patched on various occasions, however it needs complete re-surfacing.

6.   Matters arising from the minutes
          There was no update by Highways regarding the unofficial layby on the A352.
9.   Report from the Dorset County Councillor
        a)	Council staff are still extremely stretched and it is still not business as usual yet. School plans are in place to keep them open by using the bubble system. The Council are currently looking at ways of placing homeless people in B&Bs and working out suitable accommodation for people who have just left hospital.
        b)           The Council has prepared its action plan for how the local authority will help tackle climate change over the next few decades. It was encouraged that everyone should take part in the consultation.
         c)           Cultural, sporting and community organisations can now apply for money from Dorset Council’s Leisure Development Fund. They award small grants to voluntary, not-for profit community organisations and Town and Parish Councils. The closing date is 31st December.
         d)           Cllr Brooks will ask Highways if there are any works planned for Church Lane.
         e)           It is intended to raise car parking charges by extending the hours and two areas will have their charges increased. This is due to the revenue budget being financed by the car parking fees. A scheme is currently underway to install electric charging points. The nearest to East Stoke will be the Rempstone Centre car park in Wareham.
         f)            There has been no update on the planning issues in the Parish. It was noted that there have been delays to searches. 
         g)           It was discussed as well as road collision data as evidence of deer along the Puddletown Rd, if they can use reported roadkill as additional information. Clllr Brooks to pose the question to Highways.

        b)         Other issues
          i)	There has recently been an RTC at the Woolbridge roundabout. The advertising signs were damaged and the Parish Council is under the impression that these costs will be claimed as part of the insurance. Highways are obliged to clear up debris from RTCs. On this occasion three Highway Officers had to wait ten hours for the Police forensics to finish their work. The Council is investigating if the lost man hours cost can be added to the insurance claim.
            ii)          Work is currently being carried out on the new entrance to Hethfelton Wood. Cllr Cady noticed that works vehicles were parked in the road instead of in the field. It was immediately reported to Highways that these vehicles must be moved due to them causing an obstruction on the road. Traffic lights have now been put in place. However, motorists are not forewarned enough and are breaking suddenly when they see the traffic lights. A request will be made to have additional signage warning of roadworks ahead. 
                         The new entrance is deemed to be in an unsafe place as on either side motorists only have seven seconds from the brow of the hills to the entrance. It was discussed if Highways could put in a speed reduction and for it to be double lined. According to the framework the location was deemed safer than the old entrance. As part of the junction infrastructure, the Parish Council believes there should be permanent signage warning of a turning ahead. Action: Cllr Brooks will ask Highways to put up more temporary signage and if the road can be double lined.
