1. To receive the Declaration of Acceptance and Register of Interest forms from Co-Opted Councillor
Due to it being a virtual meeting the forms will be delivered to the Clerk.
1. Public Participation 
There were no members of the public in attendance, but two members of the public submitted correspondence.
0. A resident is concerned about the amount of deer, especially along the Puddletown Road. The Clerk wrote back explaining that the Parish Council has discussed it before lockdown. Various suggestions were made, including requests to install fencing and additional signage. Action: The Clerk to write to Highways asking if a risk notice can be placed below the current signs highlighting that there is a higher risk in May and October.
0. An email was received regarding the pavement along the A352 being inaccessible to pedestrians and cyclists due to the overgrown foliage. The side verging needs to be done again and Cllr Cady will ask the farmer if he can cut it back. The resident also has problems with the unofficial layby on the A352. There were bollards to stop HGVs from parking there, but they were removed when it was tarmacked and they have not been reinstalled. There have now been various incidents defecating and littering. She inquired if anti-litter signs can be put up there. Action: The Clerk will email Highways to ask if the bollards can be put back up.

4.  Granting of Dispensation
     No applications for a dispensation had been made.
5.  Declarations of Interest

6.	Minutes of the Parish Council meetings held on Thursday 6th August 2020
      It was resolved that the minutes of the Parish Council meetings held on 4th June and 6th August were approved as a true account. All the minutes were duly signed by the Chairman.
7.   Matters arising from the minutes
      Cllr Wiltshire will contact the Forestry Commission about Hethfelton.
8.  Planning Applications or Planning Information received.
     6/2020/0302 – Kemps Country House, BH20 6AL. Change of use from Guest House to House in multiple occupation of more than 6 people (use class: Sui Generis) for the employees and their families of Purbeck Shooting School.
     Mr Brown explained that to obtain a mortgage in had to be classed as an HMO. The only alterations will be lines for car parking and a bicycle rack. It was asked that there was some confusion as to the change of use as at the previous meeting it was stated that it would only be used by his family. It was clarified that as it is a family business those employees living there are also his family members. It was asked if many people will live there and it was confirmed that there will be approximately 7 people. Cllr Cady said that there would probably be less vehicle movements than there are currently using the hotel and restaurant. A concern was raised that Binnegar Lane could be used as a short cut to go to the Shooting School. It was acknowledged that the travel to work route cannot be used a condition. It was agreed that the Parish Council had no objections to this planning application.

       A report will be circulated via email. 
10.  Police issues to report or update on issues reported.
       There have been numerous incidents of speeding motorbikes. A speed camera was out a few weeks ago. It was suggested that the Parish Council should find out whether the speed camera can be fixed. Action: The Clerk to write to the Police
11.  Old St Mary’s Church
       The Church has become extremely overgrown. Last time a group of volunteers undertook the work. It was acknowledged that permission needs to be sought from the landowner. It was agreed that it would be discussed again when Cllr Quinn is present as he project managed it on previous occasions. It was discussed that signage is missing off some of the field gates near Bindon Lane. Action: The Clerk to contact the Rights of Way Officer to ask if the signage can be replaced.
12.  Parish Land Pedestrian Gate
       It was questioned whether it should be wooden rather than metal. It was agreed to keep to wooden as it is more in keeping with the surroundings. The following quotes were received:-Sharman Fencing £785 + VAT, Heartwood Fencing £1680 (including VAT) and Steve Brown (not VAT registered) for £429. It was proposed by Cllr Cady and seconded by Cllr Purshouse that the work should be awarded to Steve Brown. Action: Clerk to contact Steve Brown.
13.  Autumn Newsletter
       Due to the ongoing Covid 19 situation, the majority of the newsletters will be distributed electronically except for the households who have previously received gifts from the Hawkins Trust and for the new resients at the Farrer Estate properties. Articles will include local history, Holyrood Church, Hethfelton and Remembrance Sunday. Action: The Clerk to email Rev Langford to find out if the Remembrance services are still going ahead.
14. Hethfelton Update
      Since the lockdown only a small amount of wood has been collected. The Forestry Commission hasn’t re-instated the tape. It has been observed that there has been an increase in the amount of rubbish and it is building up. Cllr Wiltshire will obtain an update from the Forestry Commission.

        a)     Update on issues
                i)	Manor Road will be closed on 13th October in order to allow BT Openreach to access their overhead network for cabling purposes.

        b)     Binnegar Lane signage
                The sign has now been turned around and it appears to have worked as there hadn’t been any incidents of HGVs trying to use the lane.

19.  Items for Information or next agenda
a) In the woods behind Binnegar Hall there were three trees that have been eaten by termites. The tree surgeon has surveyed them and the trees will be felled.
b) The planning application for the land at Stokeford (6/2020/0058) has still not been served notice on the relevant landowners for the access. 6/2020/0115, Willowbank this has been overlooked as the application came in the day after our meeting in March and the Parish Council did not meet for a couple of months. The application had been approved and it has been raised to County Cllr Brooks. There is concern that there were a lack of consultees. The only consultee that has responded is the Dorset Council Drainage Officer but the Case Officer did not query why the Parish Council did not comment and indeed whether they had received the application. We also don’t know which, if any neighbours were contacted. There is also concern about who has been consulted on the solar farm application. Action: The Clerk will obtain an update from the Planning Department on which applications have gone through.
c) The Manor Farm site was questioned as to whether they need a planning application for the permanent static caravans. They are allowed to have them hardstanding due to an error in a historical planning application. It will be a residential site rather than one for holiday homes.
