1. Public Participation Time
a) Mrs Burden asked if there has been any updates on the pigs at Holmebridge as they have escaped onto the road on at least three occasions. PCSO Llewellyn has spoken to the Salt Pig today and they said that they will be redoing the fences. The footpath that runs along the field is now unwalkable due to the amount of mud. It is an important right of way as children use it to get to school. It has also been spotted that a gate has been installed onto the A352 although it is unclear as to whether this is a new access point. 
Action: Cllr Quinn will speak to County Cllr Wharf about contacting the Rights of Way Officer.
b) There has been a lot of smoke in the vicinity which is partly due to bonfires on the land where the pigs are but there has also been burning near the quarries.
Action: Cllr Quinn will email the Quarry Manager.
c) Cllr Quinn gave an update on Tib Axon, who has been suffering from serious health  
problems. A card was signed by the Parish Councillors.
2.   Apologies
Apologies were received and approved for Cllr Wright and District Cllr Miller, District Cllr Brooks and County Cllr Wharf. 
3.   Granting of Dispensation
The Grant of Dispensation form was duly signed by Cllr Purshouse.
4.   Declarations of Interest

5.   Minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Thursday 4th January 2018
It was resolved that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on the 4th January 2018 were approved as a true account. The minutes were then duly signed after it was noted that it should have stated Dawn Atkin rather that Atkins.
6.   Matters arising from the minutes
 There were no matters arising.
7.  Planning Applications or Planning Information received
     6/2017/0675 - Longthorns Farm, BH20 6HH. 2 storey rear extension, replacement porch 
        and alteration to existing single story extensions.
        The Parish Council have no comments or objections.
8.     Update on Previous Planning Applications or Planning Information  
       Received
a) Bournemouth, Dorset and Poole Pre-Submission Draft Mineral Sites Plan & Draft Waste Plan. Including plans for the Great Plantation (Hethfelton Woods) and the Puddletown Rd Area Policy. 
Cllr Quinn said Cllr Wiltshire did a splendid job in researching and submitting the Parish Council’s response. The comments submitted by Ralph Holmes, from the Open Spaces Society, said it was not consistent with national policy and that the mitigation lacks soundness. The plan will be going to the Inspectorate in March.
b) Corallian Energy Ltd application for consent. An application by Corallian Energy Limited for consent from the Secretary of State for Business, Energy and Industrial Strategy for the drilling of an offshore oil exploration/appraisal well located approximately 6km east-northeast of Studland.
There were no comments. Cllr Purshouse said that the plans off the Isle of Wight have now been abandoned.

11.	Police issues to report or update on issues reported.
i)         PCSO Llewellyn said there has been an increase in inquisitive crime, however it is not a major issue in the area. If anyone sees any suspicious people or vehicles, they should contact the Police. There have been reports of poaching and people should notify the Police if they see lights in fields. Red diesel and wood chippers have been stolen and if they stop a suspicious vehicles they always do a dip test of the tank to check the fuel. 
ii)	Cllr Cady asked if the Police can do anything about the number of deer along the A352, unfortunately they cannot but it was suggested that the Parish Council could write to the landowners. 
iii)	Motorbikes have been spotted on the bridleway to the south of Raymond Brown and it was asked if it has been reported. The Police have now increased their patrols of the area and the gate is now better secured. 

10.   Reports from County and District Councillors
As there were no County or District Councillors present, Cllr Quinn gave an update.

i) The Local Government Review is now waiting for a decision from the Secretary of State and it is believed that this will not be made until after the recess. There is concern that time is running out to do it properly and there is still an issue with Christchurch.  The report for Structural Change Order has recommended the council have 82 members and for it to be a District Council with County Council responsibilities. It will be run in line with the County cycle, which will mean there will be two periods of five years. This is in order for it to be in step with other major councils in the South West. The two Unitaries will be looked at by the Secretary of State at the same time. If necessary, it will be possible to delay it by 12 months as items like the boundary review need to be conducted as the boundaries will have to be redrawn. The fallback position is to have two Councillors for every division and this will equate to fewer members as there is currently 211 in the Dorset area and it will then go down to 82. 
ii) The Local Plan Review consultation has now started and questionnaires have been sent to all households. For those households who would like additional copies they can apply for another. All the questionnaires are numbered so people would not be able to photocopy them. The pop in sessions has been advertised and all documents are now on the website. 
iii) At the Policy Group meeting it was agreed to increase the Council Tax by 2.99% as anything more than 3% would require a referendum. The amount equates to an additional 45p per year on a Band D property.
12.  Maintenance of Churchyards
a)	A quote has been obtained from Parkinson Solution for repairing the Fyler grave. The Clerk has contacted Doves Memorials and Jim Baggley but unfortunately they are unable to do the work. A site visit by Brian Rigler will take place on 5th February and it was agreed to postpone the decision until they receive a quote from him.
b)	Cllr Quinn will be having a meeting with Rev Langford and Geoff Edwardes to resolve the registration issue of the churchyard.
c)	It was commented upon that the hedge has been nicely cut.
13.  Village Hall and Parish Land Update. 
a)	Various people have received letters regarding possible claims for wayleave on their properties. Cllr Quinn has emailed SSE as there are power lines on the Parish Land which causes a lot of restrictions including playing team sports.
b)	Two quotes for the fencing have been received and the Clerk is waiting to hear back from Young Farmers. Cllr Quinn knows a fencing contractor and will forward the details onto the Clerk.
c)	Quotes have been received from Ian Michie Tree Care and Leaks Tree Care for removing a dislodged branch. The Clerk is waiting for a quote from Thomas Lily Tree Care. It was agreed to postpone the decision until three quotes have been collected.
d)	There was a complaint from a resident that he was unable to use the Parish Land due to there being a stile instead of a pedestrian gate.
e) The Village Hall Committee is planning on holding a Race Night at the Black Dog on 24th February.
14. Broadband for East and West Holme
A local committee will be formed to see whether they can source additional funding from organisations such as Viridor. At the moment the project will cost £630 per household. It was suggested that the individual householders should write to BT/Openreach to complain about the poor speeds and that it shouldn’t be reliant on householders to pay for the improvement. Cllr Wiltshire has the contact details of the Area Manager and will forward it onto Cllr Evans.
15. Website Update
The website is now online. The Clerk is waiting for DAPTC to forward the Transparency Fund application form to submit the overtime hours claim. An email has been received from Claire Lodge at PDC encouraging Parish Councils to claim from the fund before the deadline closes in mid-February. It was suggested by Cllr Cady that the Parish Council should ask Claire Lodge to chase DAPTC. If there isn’t enough time to apply it was agreed that the overtime of five and a half hours would be paid by the Parish Council.
16. Grounds Maintenance Tender
Only the present contractor and two others have expressed an interest so far. It was agreed that an email should be sent out to previous people who applied for the tender to notify them of the details. The tenders will be opened at the next meeting.
Action: The Clerk to email previous applicants.
16. Highways Issues
	 a)	Update on issues reported
		None
b) Highways Tour
A report has been received from Dawn Atkin regarding the site visit that took place on the 19th January. During the tour, she only noted the dangers at the Manor Lane/B3070 but she did not comment upon it. The 40mph speed limit has been refused on the stretch of the A352 near Hethfelton. Ms Atkin did report that the new entrance will now probably be located through the Monkey World entrance and the project will be combined with the proposed cyclepath.
Action: The Clerk will thank Ms Atkin for attending and will ask that the   Manor Lane junction is kept on the radar. 
c) Woolbridge Update
Forty bags of gabion stone have now been put in the river to protect it. County are currently seeking advice and they have made contact with Historic England. Communication on social media worked well, however there were comments that the cracks should have been noticed a long time ago. It was agreed that the barriers to stop cars parking on the Southern side should have been kept up as the parked cars may hamper maintenance vehicles from accessing the site. This item will be kept on the Agenda.
d) Pavement by the bus shelter.
The pavement has been reported on Dorsetforyou.
e) Potential new footpaths
The information for the two projects have now been obtained and has been emailed to Tara Hansford. Cllr Purshouse asked if there will be a path to link up with the new housing at Binnegar Hall. It was noted that it is particularly muddy around there and it was suggested that the construction team could put something down there to make it more walkable as the area doesn’t drain very well. Cllr Quinn will mention it at the next Binnegar Liaison Meeting. Cllr Purshouse also questioned why there was nowhere to park. It was explained that the Parish Council requested that there was no parking as it was agreed not to purposefully attract people to the area. Also, Binnegar Lane is very narrow and would not cope with additional traffic.
