1. Public Participation 
Cllr Cady welcomed everyone to the meeting and explained that if the meeting overruns the 40 minutes Zoom time limit, then everyone should re-log back in to start a fresh Zoom meeting.
0. A resident from the Holmebridge area expressed concern regarding the derelict Old Post Office. The building has fallen into disrepair over the past five years and during the past couple of years has been regularly broken into. The most recent incident involved a homeless person using the resident’s water tap. She has reported it to the Police, property owner and finally Streetwise as she was worried about the person’s welfare. An ambulance and two cars were involved in helping the person to leave the property to go to somewhere more habitable. On two occasions when there was forced entry a white transit van was spotted behind the back of the property and for the most recent time the homeless man appeared directly after then with a desperate need for water. The resident is disappointed that the landowner has not responded to her email.
The resident’s email comments were forwarded onto Dorset Cllr Brooks. The Council does have the power to force the property owner to secure it.  Cllr Quinn explained that the building itself isn’t able to be made habitable again. Action: The Parish Clerk to write to the owner asking him if he is aware of the situation and to state that he would be liable if someone injures themselves.
0. Cllr Cady announced that there is a vacancy for a Parish Councillor and that it can be filled by co-option.

3.  Granting of Dispensation
     No applications for a dispensation had been made.
4.  Declarations of Interest
No declarations of interest were declared. 
5.   Planning Applications or Planning Information received
      Full planning (change of use), 6/2020/0302 Kemps Country House, BH20 6AL. Change of use from Guest House to House in multiple occupation of more than    6 people (use class: Sui Generis).
The applicant, Graham Brown gave a brief outline of the planning application. He intends on buying the property for a multi-generational family home, but the current planning is for it to be converted into two properties. In order to raise the funding he is required to legally change the use however it falls into the Sui Generis category as it falls outside the normal planning for domestic dwelling. Due to it having more than six bedrooms.
i) It was questioned how the sewage would be dealt with as it doesn’t currently go into the main sewage. There will be less people residing there compared to when the hotel is fully occupied.
ii) It was asked how the building would be divided up. There is no internal changes as part of the application as it is solely to re-classify the use from two residential properties. He reiterated his intention is to have it as his family home and he does not attend to sub-divide it anymore or to occupy it with other families. It was confirmed by Cllr Quinn that future intent is not a material planning consideration so we can’t second guess what would happen in the future. 
iii) The Police have asked how the building would be used. Mr Brown was surprised that the question was asked, but he will respond to them.
	A local resident welcomes the news that it would be used as a family home as they were worried that it would turn into a HMO.
iv) A resident was concerned when the Police submitted their question, but she is now being reassured. However, she did comment that the applicant should have informed the neighbouring properties of the legal technicality of the Sui Generis. Only one neighbour had a letter about the planning application. It was noted that it is not an obligation. 
v) There is still uncertainty about the planning application to the Annexe as there is an issue with surface water which would require either a sustainable drainage system to include soakaways. It was noted that this is not part of the current planning application and if a neighbour has concerns they should write to the Planning Department.

8.   Items for Information or next agenda
a)   There has been a great deal of electrical work being carried out however only the residents that were affected were notified individually and the Parish Council was not informed as to the extent of the work. It was felt that the Parish Council should have been formally notified by letter stating the overview of the work. Some of the work was carried out by contractors and there were mixed reports as some residents thought they were not overly pleasant. Some of the poles have been replaced along the A352 but there maybe a requirement to install traffic lights and this might take another six months before it is done.
           Action: The Clerk will write to SSE.
b) 	There have been an increase in the amount of HGVs trying to access Binnegar Lane. The signage currently states “Not for Loading” but it should say “No access to the Skip Hire or Environmental Site”. The latest lorry was trying to deliver a turnstile and portacabin to a campsite. Cllr Quinn has emailed Dorset Cllr Brooks.
