5.   Planning Applications or Planning Information received
      Variation of condition - 6/2020/0158 - Land at Stokeford Farm.  Variation of conditions 2, 3, 6, 9, 12, 13 & 15 of planning permission 6/2015/0516 (Construction of a 12 MW solar photovoltaic park with ground mounted photovoltaic arrays and ancillary equipment including substations, inverters, fencing and security cameras) to revise the layout and the drainage scheme, and increase the period of operation to 40 years and 6 months.
i) The discussion of this planning application was paused from the previous meeting as none of the statutory bodies had posted their consultations online.
ii) Two neighbours submitted comments however they were both questions directed to the Planning Department.
iii) Not all the consultees have responded yet, but the ones that had didn’t have any issues.
iv) Historic England and the County Archaeologist have not commented yet.
v) Cllr Cady stated that she still agrees with her observations from 2015, that it is too big for this area, especially as more industrialisation has happened in the past five years. 
vi) It was agreed that the Parish Council do not object to the variations, but could they review the Historic England consultee as they have not responded yet based on the historic area of Stokeford Farm.

Tree felling is planned for the Autumn if it is deemed not to be dangerous then it will be left until then, however if it is classed as a liability they will be felled sooner.
ii) 	The Parish Council were notified today of a full planning (change of use) 	application for Kemps Country House. It was decided not to discuss it at this meeting as the neighbours have not received their letters yet. It was agreed to hold another meeting on 23rd July and to invite the applicant, Graham Brown.
iii)	There was a leak by the level crossing in Church Lane, which has now been repaired. Wessex Water and the Crossing Manager were both aware of it.
iv)       Cllr Quinn will report some pot holes.
v)        In three weeks there maybe some traffic lights along the A352 as they will be replacing 10 poles. 
vi)       In the DAPTC meeting minutes it was commented that the Highways department do not always take local opinions into account when they are submitting their planning consultations.
